The World Soundtrack Academy has announced the shortlist of five composers for the World Soundtrack Discovery Award 2006. This award is an important recognition for emerging film music composers and has already proven to be a good indicator for the Best Film Music Oscars.

Besides awards for Soundtrack Composer of the Year, Best Original Soundtrack of the Year, Best Original Song Written Directly for a Film and the Public Choice Award, the World Soundtrack Academy also awards a prize to the Discovery of the Year. This prize is not only an encouragement for emerging film music composers, it has also become a tradition that the winning Discovery will present his/her music live at the WSA ceremony of the following year.

Anyone perusing the list of winners of previous editions will notice that the composers who won the Discovery of the Year have since become established names in the film industry. After winning this award, Craig Armstrong went on to compose the music for Love Actually, Ray, The Quiet American and World Trade Center. Klaus Badelt composed the music for Pirates of the Caribbean, The Recruit, Poseidon and co-composed the soundtrack for Miami Vice. The winner of 2003, António Pinto, co-composed the score for Michael Mann’s Collateral and composed the music for Lord of the War. Gustavo Santaolalla even went on to win an Oscar for his score for Brokeback Mountain, which he played in world premiere at the World Soundtrack Awards Ceremony in 2005. And finally, Michael Giacchino composed the music for Mission Impossible III. 

The sixth edition of the World Soundtrack Awards on October 14, 2006 promises to be the event for lovers of film music. On that day, the world’s most prominent film music composers will come to Ghent to attend the World Soundtrack Awards Ceremony and the associated concert. This concert will feature music by Michael Giacchino, Peer Raben, John Powell and Piet Goddaer among others.
