“ You’d salt the meat when it stinks... what if the salt stinks?”
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SYNOPSIS
In the midst of a night, an unexpected ferryboat approaches to the shores of a cute little town. On the deck, an inspector and his assistant – two highly commissioned authorities only assigned to very fragile cases concerning the governmental issues, scans the town from a distance. 

Assistant - God... Who would believe that there has been so much colluding in such a sweet town... 

Inspector – Nothing has leaked to the press, right?

Assistant – The deputy is very sensitive on the issue. Yet he has worked with us previously, he is very well aware of our ways... 

Inspector – If the press finds out then consider the sewer exploded. Whoever that smells the air will come running here, ones in Europe, States... 

Assistant - Regional reporters cannot act on their own without our consent. If still there is leak then we can interfere at the editorial level. 

Inspector - Whichever is the case, this shit will end and stay here. 

Assistant - I hear you sir... 

The feature opens with this conversation. Then we see two swollen corpses surfacing from underneath the water and a wrecked car being pulled out of the sea. One of corpses looks like a transvestite. Then we see the bodies of two children, dead, lying in the middle of a road – which adds up to a total of 4 causalties. Plus, many women living in this cute little town have been the

victims of serial rapes. One of them, the teacher Aylin, wife of the floating transvestite, is being interrogated by the inspector and his assistant. As they ask her questions we go back in time and the connection between the bodies is slowly revealed. But there are secrets that should never be exposed. 

Inspector – That is what is best for everyone Miss Aylin. To forget everything. You and us, we all have to forget what we know... 

We are living in the times where everybody has to forget, where everybody tends to forget what they know. We are living in a world where the powerful ones are also the ones who are fair in their cause. This feature, which was influenced by three different and independent incidents that had appeared in Turkish newspapers, attempts to picture the rottening spirit of this age.

The meat has rotten. So has the salt. 

Murky Waters, is the director’s first long feature. Dersu Yavuz Altun, who has been awarded many times for his short features, attempts a rather non-exploited cinema style in Turkey, Film Noir; and tries to establish his feature in this kind of a cinematographic language. The director of photography is the famous İlker Berke, who has also worked in “Boats out of Watermelon Rinds”. The music of the film is created by Tolga Burkay, who has very quietly and unobstrusively created his own language in Turkish film industry. The leading roles are Ali Erkazan, İdil Fırat and Mahir İpek. The casting consists of very experienced actors and actresses. Forasmuch as the feature is all about characters with deep and edgy phsychologies, the acting needs to be professional, mature and neat. Feature’s main emotion is the individual’s historical stranded-ness who has long lost his chance to decide upon his own life and 

future. Structuring a universal story with its roots in our own social reality, the film sits tight at the center of a frame that aims to visualize and make visible the sickening emotional atmosphere of today’s corrupted world. The post-production phase of the film was processes and finalized in Fono Film Laboratories. The feature will hit the theaters the up coming season. 
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
