SLEEPING PRINCESS

Aziz works as a clerk in a library and lives a quiet and peaceful life in his own little world. One day, Seçil, the owner of a new beauty parlor in the neighborhood, and her 10 year-old daughter Gizem, move into the apartment building where Aziz lives. Leading a more colorful life now with his new neighbors, his life is overshadowed when the little girl falls into a deep sleep. Gizem’s slumber triggers off a whole set of events and a bunch of ordinary-looking but distinctive characters join together to try to change the course of fate.

From the Diary of Aziz:

There are those who say that fate cannot be changed, for if it could, it would not be fate. So be it. How hopeless we would feel if we had to live in a world where nothing could change. Don’t you think so? It might just be that there’ll come a day when you’ll realize that something bad that happened to you happened for a reason and caused something better to come about. You never know.

SLEEPING PRINCESS, is a cheerful Çağan Irmak film and, contrary to the others, it is a fairy tale to be read upon waking up.

ÇAĞLAR ÇORUMLU - AZIZ
Born in 1977 in Amasya, Çağlar Çorumlu graduated from the Müjdat Gezen Art Center Theater Department. Çorumlu still acts in City Theaters and has played in films such as “Yedi Numara (The Number Seven)”, “Osmanlı Cumhuriyeti (The Ottoman Republic)”, and “Rina.”
SEVINÇ ERBULAK - SEÇIL
Born in 1975 in Istanbul as the daughter of a theater actress (Füsun Erbulak) and actor (Altan Erbulak), Erbulak completed the Classical Ballet Department at the Istanbul University State Conservatory and then graduated from the Müjdat Gezen Art Center Theater Department. She has served as an actress in City Theaters since the 1992-1993 season. Some of the plays she has performed in include: “Istanbul’un Gözleri Mahmur (Istanbul’s Eyes are Dreamy)”, “Çalıkuşu (The Wren)”, “Derya Gülü (Sea Rose)", "Aşk-ı Memnu (Forbidden Love)", "Meraki", "Soytarılar Okulu (School of Clowns)", "Bisküvi Adam (Gingerbread Man)", and "Haydi Mars’a Gidelim (Let's Go to Mars)".
Productions she has been involved in include: “Süper Baba (Super Dad)," "Baba Evi (Our House)", "Kuzenlerim (My Cousins)", "Çat Kapı", "Babam ve Biz (Us and My Father)", "Beş Vakit (Five Times)", and "Ağaçlar Ayakta Ölür (Trees Die Standing)".

ALICAN YÜCESOY - NEŞET
Born in Istanbul on October 22nd 1982, Yücesoy graduated from the Haliç University Theater Department. He began working in the Bakırköy Municipal Theater the same year.
He has been involved in a variety of TV series and cinema projects since 2003. He played Atatürk in the 2006 production of “Son Osmanlı Yandım Ali (The Last Ottoman).” He was also involved in the "Pilli Bebek (Battery-Powered Doll)", "Zoraki Koca (The Accidental Husband)" and "Dinle Neyden (Listen to the Ney)" productions.
GENCO ERKAL - KAHRAMAN
Erkal graduated from the Istanbul University Department of Psychology and after working in leading private Turkish theater groups as an actor and director starting in 1959, he founded the Friends Theater (Dostlar Tiyatrosu) in 1969, in which he is still the art director.
Famous roles for which he has won awards include “Aslan Asker Şvayk (The Good Soldier Schweik)”, Gogol’s “Diary of a Madman (Bir Delinin Hatıra Defteri)”, Brecht’s  “Galileo", Maxwell Anderson’s “Barefoot in Athens (Yalınayak Sokrates)”, “Kerem Gibi (Like Kerem)” by Nâzım Hikmet and “Can (Soul)” by Can Yücel.
He starred in the movies “At (Horse)”, “Faize Hücum (Rush for the Interest Rates)”, “Hakkâri’de Bir Mevsim (A Season in Hakkâri)”, and "Camdan Kalp (Heart of Glass)", which were shown at important international film festivals and won numerous awards. He directed and played in the famous musical play for TRT Television “Keşanlı Ali Destanı (The Legend of Keşanlı Ali)” by Haldun Taner. He won the Golden Orange for “best cinema actor” on two separate occasions at the Antalya Film Festival in 1982 and 1983.
ŞEVVAL BAŞPINAR  - GİZEM
Born on January 7th 2000 in Istanbul, Şevval has played in the following series: "Çocuğun Var Derdin Var (If You Have a Child, You Have Trouble)”, “El Bebek Gül Bebek (Spoiled Baby)”, “Üç Tatlı Cadı (Three Sweet Witches)", “Evimin Erkeği (Man of My House)” and “Prenses Perfinya (Princess Perfinya)”.

FUNDA ŞIRINKAL - AYGÜL
Since graduating from the Fine Arts Faculty ( Izmir) Theatrical Acting department in 1992, she has played in various TV, advertising and cinema films in Istanbul.
Some of the important productions she has been involved in include “Bir Kadının Anatomisi (The Anatomy of a Woman)”, “Bir Erkeğin Anatomisi (The Anatomy of a Man)", “Gemide (On Board)”, “Lâleli’de Bir Azize (A Saint in Lâleli)”, “Cumhuriyet (The Republic)”, “Salkım Hanım’ın Taneleri (Mrs. Salkım's Diamonds)", "Bir Istanbul Masalı (An Istanbul Tale)", "Kâbuslar Evi (House of Nightmares)", and "Takip (The Chase)".

AYŞENIL ŞAMLIOĞLU - HACER
A graduate of the Theatre Department at the Hacettepe University Ankara State Conservator, Şamlıoğlu began her career as an actress and assistant director at the Adana State Theater in 1982.
The artist gave theater lessons at Hacettepe University in 1988-1989 and also served as the State Theater’s Secretary General for a term. Ayşenil Şamlıoğlu wrote a work entitled “Kaçıklık Diploması (The Insanity Diploma)”, for which Tunç Başaran served as director and scenarist, but she is recognized for her roles in the series entitled “Ferhunde Hanımlar” and “Bizim Evin Halleri (The State of Our House)”. She became even more well-known with the Hafize role she played in "Yol Arkadaşım (Travelling Companion)". The artist works with the Istanbul City Theaters and private theater groups such as Semaver Kumpanyası not only as an actress but as a director at the same time. On May 29th 2009, Şamlıoğlu was made the General Art Director at the Istanbul City Theater.
Other productions she has been involved in include "Kâbuslar Evi: Gece Gelen Arkadaşlar (House of Nightmares: Friends Who Come at Night”, "İlk Aşkım (My First Love)”, “Meleğin Sırları (Secrets of the Angel)”, “Sınav (Exam)”, “İnşaat (Construction)”, and “O da Beni Seviyor (Summer Love)”.

A graduate of the Ankara State Conservatory, Işıl Yücesoy began working at the State Theater in 1969. Since 1975, she has worked in both acting and in the music industry. Her first 45 entitled “Çalamazsın Mutluluğu (You Cannot Steal Happiness)” was released. In 1978, she founded her own company, Orient Records. Yücesoy released four records and then began to play in films and TV series in 1981.
Other productions she has been involved with include: “Korkuyorum Anne (Mommy, I’m Scared)”, “Güz Yangını (Fire of Autumn)”, “Çemberimde Gül Oya”, “Yol Arkadaşım (Travelling Companion)”, “Rüya Gibi (Dreamlike)”, “Zoraki Koca (The Accidental Husband)”.

BARAN AYHAN - ERSİN
Born on September 13th 1980 in Izmir, Baran Ayhan began acting in the Bornova City Theater. ÇAĞAN IRMAK - SCENARIST/ DIRECTOR
Born in 1970 in Izmir, Çağan Irmak graduated from the Radio-Television department at the Aegean University School of Media and Broadcasting. He won the Sedat Simavi award for the short films he shot while studying at the university. He began working in the cinema sector in 1992 as an assistant director. From 2000 to 2003, he served as a director for television series. In 2003, he wrote and directed a movie for cinema called “All About Mustafa” (Mustafa Hakkında Her Şey), and since then, he has continued to work on films for cinema.
