Born in Teheran (Iran) in November 1971. After graduating from high school, she began an acting career and appeared in a feature film: "Temptation" (1989). Since then, she has acted in about twenty films, including "The Bride" (1990), and "Two Women" (1998). She was also in Dariush Mehrjui's films: "Sara" and "Pari". She has become a star of contemporary Iranian cinema, winning the Best Actress Award at the San Sebastian Festival (in 1992 for "Sara"), at the Taormina Festival (in 1991 for "Two Women"), and at the Nantes 3 Continents Festival in 1993 for the same film, at the Cairo Festival (in 2001 for "The Hidden Half"), and several awards at the Fajr Festival in Tehran. She was a member of the jury at the festivals of Thessaloniki and Rennes. She directed a documentary short film: "To Have Or Not to Have". "One Night" (2004/2005) is her first feature film.
