Peki ya yetmezse Dünya’nın hali ne olur?

Peki ya insanlık? 
Klostrofobik bir gerilim olan, SUNSHINE’ ın yönetmeni Danny Boyle ve yapımcısı  Andrew Macdonald. Filmin original senaryosu  Alex Garland’a ait. Filmin yıldızları ise Rose Byrne (TROY), Cliff Curtis (WHALE RIDER), Chris Evans (FANTASTIC FOUR), Troy Garity (AFTER THE SUNSET), Cillian Murphy (28 DAYS LATER, BATMAN RETURNS, RED EYE), Hiroyuki Sanada (THE LAST SAMURAI), Mark Strong (SYRIANA), Benedict Wong (DIRTY PRETTY THINGS) ve  Michelle Yeoh (MEMOIRS OF A GEISHA, CROUCHING TIGER, HIDDEN DRAGON). 
“SUNSHINE” filmi yapımcı  Andrew Macdonald’a göre şunları iletiyor;  “Bundan 50 yıl sonra eğer güneş insanoğlunun hayatta kalmak için ihtiyacı olan  enerjiyi ve ışığı sağlayamazsa neler olur? Sorusuna cevap arayan bir filmle karşı karşıyayız.. İnsanlık global bir birliktelik içinde tüm şartlarını zorlayarak bir uzay aracını  Güneşi tekrar harekete geçireceği planlanan bir nükleer silahla yükleyerek uzaya gönderir. Hikayemiz sekiz astronot ve bilim adamının  bu amaç için uzaya yolculuklarını anlatmaktadır.”

Senarist  Alex Garland  SUNSHINE konsepti ile 2004 yılında film yapımcılarına başvurduğunda düşündüklerini şöyle açıklıyor. “Her zaman bir bilim kurgu hikayesi üzerinde çalışmak istemiştim. İnsanoğlunun gerçekten uzayın derinliklerine gittiğinde orada bulduğu nedir… Bu insanın aslında kendi içine de bir yolculuk mudur? Bu konu üzerine bir hikayeyi oluşturmaya başladığım günlerde fizik üzerine ateistik yaklaşımlı bir makale okumuştum. İçindeki teoriler Güneş’in bir gün yok olursa insanların başına neler gelebileceğine dairdi. İnsanlık hayatta kalabilmek için Güneşin yaydığı enerjiye ve ışığa ihtiyaç duyuyordu. Güneş’in yok olması insanlığın yok olması demekti. Ama benim en çok dikkatimi çeken bütün bir insanlığın geleceği böyle bir kurguda tek bir kişinin omuzlarına yüklenirse o kişiye ne olacağıydı. İşte hikayenin tetiği çeken noktası burasıydı.”
Sekiz ay sonra  Garland yönetmen Danny Boyle ile bir randevu ayarladı. Senaryosunu ona okutup görüşlerini almak itiyordu. Boyle buluşmalarının ertesi günü Garland’I arayarak filmi mutlaka çekmek istediği bildirdi. 
“Alex’in senaryosunda en beğendiğim tarafın içindeki büyük düşüncelerdi,” diye açıklıyor Boyle. “İngiliz film endüstrisinde genellikle küçük ölçekli filmler dikkati çeker. Alex’in senaryosu ise oldukça global ve büyük bir filme işaret eden harika konseptler içeriyordu. Fakat elbette ki böyle bir filmi finansal olarak gerçekleştirmek de en az filmin hikayesini yaratmak kadar zordu.”
Yapımcı Macdonald, Garland’ın senaryosu için şunları söylüyor: “Bence  Alex inanılmaz görsel okuduğum bir çok senaryodan daha rastlayamayacağınız kadar sürükleyici   diyaloglara sahip . Bazı senaryolar oldukça akedemik fakat canlandırılması zordur. Alex’in senaryosu ise kolayca okunup gerçekleştirilebilir bir senaryo.”
Boyle, Macdonald ve Garland  üçlüsü daha önce bir Fox Searchlight filmi olan 2003 yapımı  28 Days Later’da bir araya gelmişlerdi. “Hepimiz farklı tarzlarda filmler seviyoruz. Ama aynı tarz filmler hakkında hepimizin farklı düşünceleri var . Bu da aramızdaki ilişkiyi güçlendiriyor,” dyor Macdonald. “Bu birlikteliğin en önemli yönlerinden biri Alex’in iyi bir yazar ve Danny’nin ise iyi bir yönetmen  ve alanlarında güçlü birer ses olmasıdır. Benim işim ise onların hayallerini gerçekleştirmek ve başarılı bir film yapabilmek için gerekli gerçekleri göz önünde bulundurmaktı.” 
Senaryoyu filme alabilmek konusundaki çalışmalarına Nasa’nın bugüne dek hazırladığı belgeselleri inceleyerek başlarlar. Sayısız bilim kurgu filminin yanında gerçekçi dökümanterler de izlemek onların filme ve gerçek olma olasılığına inançlarını arttırır. Olabildiğince fazla bilim adamıyla ve astronotla görüşürler. Macdonald genç bir fizikçi olan  Dr. Brian Cox  ile görüşmüş. 

Bu görüşmeden sonra  Cox, CERN’deki çalışmalarının  [ Avrupa Nükleer Araştırma Merkezi], yanı sıra filmdeki bilimsel içeriğe danışman olmuş. Bunun yanı sıra yapım ekibine ve oyunculara da Solar system hakkında daha fazla bilgi vererek gerçeğe en yakın donanımla filmin çekilmesini sağlamış. 
Araştırmaları yapımcıları aynı zamanda İskoçya’daki nükleer deniz altı filosuna yönlendirmiş. “Klostrofobik alanlarda insane duyguları ve davranışları konusunda bilgiye sahip olmamız gerektiğini düşünüyordum. Zaman kavramının olmadığı uzay boşluğunda kapalı bir mekanda yaşayan astronotların her türlü yaşam tecrübesi bizim filmimiz için oldulkça önemliydi,” diye açıklıyor Boyle. 
 
Bunun yanı sıra Macdonald Moskova’ya giderek Star City’I ziyaret etmiş ve kozmonotların nasıl eğitildikleri konusunda bigi edinmiş. “Kesinlikle görülmesi gereken bir yer, öyle ki ilk dönemlerde filmi burada çekmeyi bile düşündük. Fakat sonunda bunun uygulanabilir bir fikir olmadığını gördüğümüz için vazgeçtik.”
SUNSHINE çekimleri 2005 Ağustosunda başladı ve onbeş hafta sürdü. Filmin post prodüksiyonu Londra’da yapıldı.

Güneşteki siyah noktalar yüzeyin en soğuk kısımlarıdır. Diğer kısımlarına oranla daha soğuk olmasının sebebi ise yüksek magnetic bölgelere sahip olduğundan ısının dışarı çıkması engellenmektedir.Güneşteki bu siyah noktaların azalması Dünya üzerindeki ısının düşmesine sebep olur. Onyedinci yüzyılda bir kaç on yıl devam eden bu tarz bir aktivite sonucu Avrupa’nın bir kısmı dondurucu bir kış geçirmiştir. O yıllarda Thames nehri bir kaç kez donmuştu. Önümüzdeki 100.000 yıllık dönem içinde daha uzun süreli ve daha güçlü solar aktiviteler beklenmektedir. Bunun sonucu ise dünya Buz Devrine geçiş yapacaktır. Güneş aslında göründüğü kadar durağan bir yıldız değildir.

THE FILMMAKERS
DANNY BOYLE, Yönetmen
Danny Boyle’s first feature, SHALLOW GRAVE, earned him the BAFTA Alexander Korda Award for Outstanding British Film as well as a host of other accolades including Best Director at the San Sebastian Film Festival, The Empire Award for Best Director and Best British Film, and the London Critics’ Circle Film Award for Best British Newcomer.
Boyle’s second feature, TRAINSPOTTING, is one of the highest grossing British films of all time. The critically acclaimed film won four Empire Awards including Best Director and Best Film and was nominated for a BAFTA Alexander Korda Award.

In 2002 Boyle made the smash hit horror film 28 DAYS LATER  which earned more than $80 million worldwide. The film earned Boyle a Saturn Award for Best Horror Film from the Academy of Science Fiction, Fantasy and Horror Films.
Boyle’s other feature films include MILLIONS starring James Nesbit, Alex Etel and Lewis McGibbon, THE BEACH, starring Leonardo Di Caprio, A LIFE LESS ORDINARY, starring Ewan McGregor and Cameron Diaz, and ALIEN LOVE TRIANGLE. His work in television includes producing Alan Clark’s controversial Elephant, and directing Strumpet, Vacuuming Completely Nude in Paradise and the series Mr. Wroe’s Virgins for which he received a BAFTA nomination.
Boyle’s career started in the theatre with Howard Barker’s Victory, Howard Brenton’s The Genius and Edward Bond’s Saved, which won the Time Out Award. Boyle has also directed five productions for the Royal Shakespeare Company.
ANDREW MACDONALD, Producer 
Andrew Macdonald heads DNA Films, which is a joint venture with US film distributor Fox Searchlight. The company finances and produces British films and provides access to an international distribution network. Recent productions include 28 DAYS LATER, THE LAST KING OF SCOTLAND, THE HISTORY BOYS, NOTES ON A SCANDAL, SUNSHINE and the forthcoming 28 WEEKS LATER, directed by Juan Carlos Fresnadillo.
SUNSHINE is the eighth collaboration between producer Macdonald and director Danny Boyle. Together they have made SHALLOW GRAVE, TRAINSPOTTING, A LIFE LESS ORDINARY, ALIEN LOVE TRIANGLE, THE BEACH and 28 DAYS LATER and acted as co-executive producers of TWIN TOWN directed by Kevin Allen. Macdonald is also the producer of 28 WEEKS LATER  which Boyle executive produced.
SUNSHINE is the second time Macdonald has collaborated with Alex Garland, teaming up with him in 2002 for the smash hit horror film 28 DAYS LATER which was financed jointly by DNA and Fox Searchlight for £9 million.  On release the film took over $80 million worldwide including $10 million at the UK box office and $44 million in the US.
ALEX GARLAND, Screenwriter
Alex Garland was born in London. His first novel, The Beach, was filmed by Boyle and Macdonald.
 

Garland collaborated with Boyle and Macdonald a second time when he wrote the screenplay for the smash hit horror 28 DAYS LATER. He is also an executive producer on the 28 DAYS LATER sequel, 28 WEEKS LATER.

 

ALWIN Küchler BSC, Director of Photography
Cinematographer Alwin Küchler is known for his work with Lynne Ramsay, with whom he studied at the National Film and Television School and for whom he has shot MORVERN CALLAR, RATCATCHER and her award-winning short films SMALL DEATHS and GASMAN.  For MORVERN CALLAR, Küchler won the 2002 BIFA Award for Best Technical Achievement, the Kodak Prize for Cinematographer at the Dinard Film Festival and was nominated by the European Film Awards and International Film Awards in Stockholm for Best Cinematography. 
Küchler’s first feature as director of photography was WELCOME II THE TERRORDOME.   He has since worked on John Madden’s PROOF, Stephen Frears’ television drama The Deal, Roger Michell’s THE MOTHER, Damien O’Donnell’s HEARTLANDS, Michael Winterbottom’s THE CLAIM and CODE 46, Peter Cattaneo’s LUCKY BREAK and Kevin Macdonald’s Academy Award-winning documentary ONE DAY IN SEPTEMBER.  Küchler was nominated for a European Film Academy Award for Best Cinematography for his work on Michael Winterbottom’s CODE 46.
Küchler has also shot numerous television commercials including Reebok, BMW, Sony Playstation and Stella Artois, and music videos for, among others, Oasis, Faithless and Simple Minds.
MARK TILDESLEY, Production Designer
Mark Tildesley co-founded the Catch 22 Theatre Company and directed, designed, and performed in productions. He continued designing for the theatre, working on numerous productions for the New Vic (under the direction of Michael Bogdanov) and at the Royal Opera House.
His feature film credits as production designer encompasses notable collaborations with several directors.  SUNSHINE marks Tildesley’s third collaboration with Danny Boyle after 28 DAYS LATER and MILLIONS.  His films for Michael Winterbottom include I WANT YOU, WITH OR WITHOUT YOU, WONDERLAND, THE CLAIM, 24 HOUR PARTY PEOPLE and CODE 46. The latter two films earned Tildesley British Independent Film Award nominations. 
His other films as production designer include Fernando Meirelles’ THE CONSTANT GARDENER, Roger Michell’s THE MOTHER and two films for Marc Evans, RESURRECTION MONA and HOUSE OF AMERICA, the latter of which won Tildesley a BAFTA [Wales] Award.
 
Most recently, Tildesley was production designer on Juan Carlos Fresnadillo’s 28 WEEKS LATER.
SUTTIRAT ANNE LARLARB, Costume Designer
Suttirat Anne Larlarb has worked as a designer on both feature films and theatre productions but SUNSHINE marks her first costume design credit on a feature film. 
As an art director Larlarb’s credits include Tamara Jenkins’ upcoming THE SAVAGES, as well as Mira Nair’s THE NAMESAKE and Iain Softley’s THE SKELETON KEY.  Other credits include ALFIE, GARFIELD, K-PAX, MEN IN BLACK II, ENIGMAN and THE BEACH. 
Her production design credits for film include ASH TUESDAY, A FOREIGN AFFAIR, and GUNPLAY. 
As a costume designer for theatre, her credits include the original productions of Tape, The Lively Lad, and Orange, Lemon, Egg, Canary and No. 11 (Blue and White) for the Humana Festival of New American Plays, Eyes of the Heart for The National Asian American Theatre, The Adventures of Amy Bock for Yale Rep, Learning Curve at the Beckett Theatre in New York.  Other theatre credits include The Last Days of Don Juan, Richard III, Angels in America, and Stealing Sweets and Punching People  (NY Summer Play Festival). She was an assistant scenic designer to Richard Hudson on several operas including Kovanschina (Opera Bastille, Paris), Tamerlano (Maggio Musicale, Florence), Ernani and (Vienna State Opera). 
Larlarb has an MFA in scenic and costume design from the Yale School of Drama and a BA in painting from Stanford University. She grew up in Los Angeles, California, and has lived in San Francisco and London before moving to her current home in New York City. 
CHRISTINE BLUNDELL, Makeup & Hair Designer
Christine Blundell won the Academy Award and the BAFTA Award for her work on Mike Leigh’s TOPSY-TURVY.
She also collaborated with Leigh on VERA DRAKE  (for which she was again a BAFTA Award nominee), ALL OR NOTHING, CAREER GIRLS, SECRETS & LIES, NAKED, and LIFE IS SWEET.
Blundell’s credits also include such award-winning features as Marc Forster’s FINDING NEVERLAND (which earned her a third BAFTA Award nomination), Peter Cattaneo’s THE FULL MONTY, Mike Nichols’ CLOSER (on which she worked exclusively on Natalie Portman’s hair and makeup designs), Andrzej Bartkowiak’s DOOM,  and Fernando Meirelles’ THE CONSTANT GARDENER. 
 
Blundell also worked on the new James Bond, CASINO ROYALE directed by Martin Campbell.
CHRIS GILL, Editor
This is Chris Gill’s fifth collaboration with Danny Boyle working with him on the feature films MILLIONS, 28 DAYS LATER and the television dramas Strumpet and Vacuuming Completely Nude in Paradise.
Gill’s recent credits include 28 WEEKS LATER, John Fawcett’s THE DARK, and THE LIVES OF THE SAINTS, co-directed by Chris Cottam and publisher/photographer Rankin.
Among his numerous television credits are the mini-series Canterbury Tales, Tim Fywell’s Cambridge Spies, Tristram Powell and Patrick Garland’s Telling Tales, and Tom Hooper’s Love in a Cold Climate.  Gill worked with director Julian Jarrold on Crime and Punishment, for which he won RTS Television Award for Best Film Editor, and Never Never for which he was nominated for the RTS Television Award for Editing.  Gill was also nominated for a BAFTA Television Award for Best Film Editor for the first series of Cracker and for Game, Set & Match.  Gill also won the RTS Television Award for Best Film Editing for the drama Touching Evil.

THE CAST
ROSE BYRNE (Cassie)
Rose Byrne has the chameleon-like ability to take on drastically different characters from film to film. With her ethereal beauty, screen presence, and natural talent, she is well on her way to a long and prosperous career.

Byrne started her career starring in several Australian television productions while honing her craft with the Australian Theatre for Young People. She has appeared on stage at the prestigious Sydney Theatre Company in La Dispute and The Three Sisters.
In 1999, Rose rocketed to fame in Australia with her role as Alex in Gregor Jordan’s gritty crime comedy TWO HANDS which also starred the then relatively unknown Heath Ledger. The film won both public and critical acclaim.
Byrne’s next film was her first lead role, starring in Clara Law’s surreal THE GODDESS OF 1967, for which she was awarded the Copa Volpi for Best Actress at the 1999 Venice International Film Festival. 
 
Byrne gained international recognition when she was cast as Amidala’s loyal handmaiden, Dorme, in George Lucas’ STAR WARS EPISODE II: ATTACK OF THE CLONES. Byrne followed STAR WARS with a starring role in I CAPTURE THE CASTLE, a 1930s English romance based on the book by Dodie Smith.
In 2004, Byrne starred in Wolfgang Petersen’s epic TROY starring Brad Pitt, Eric Bana, Peter O’Toole and Orlando Bloom. She then reunited with Peter O’Toole in the acclaimed BBC TV drama Casanova. Byrne appeared in Danny Green’s film THE TENANTS, based on Bernard Malamud’s novel, and starred with Josh Harnett and Diane Kruger in the psychological drama WICKER PARK.
Byrne starred in Sofia Coppola's MARIE ANTOINETTE, alongside Kirsten Dunst and THE DEAD GIRL directed by Karen Moncrief. She will next be seen in the independent film PUSHING UP DAISIES, written and directed by Chaz Thorne, and in Juan Carlos Fresnadillo’s 28 WEEKS LATER.  Byrne is currently in production on the untitled one-hour drama pilot for FX, in which she stars with Glenn Close and Tate Donovan and soon goes into production on the Australian film THE TENDER HOOK.
Originally from Sydney, Byrne now makes her home in London.
CLIFF CURTIS (Searle)
Cliff Curtis is one of New Zealand's most successful acting talents, having worked with such acclaimed directors as Martin Scorsese, Michael Mann, David O. Russell, Frank Darabont, Jane Campion, Antoine Fuqua, Darren Aronofsky, and Niki Caro.
Curtis is most recognisable from his role opposite Academy Award-nominated Keisha Castle Hughes in Niki Caro’s WHALE RIDER. Among his films are TRAINING DAY, with Denzel Washington and Ethan Hawke, THE INSIDER, with Al Pacino and Russell Crowe, and THE FOUNTAIN, directed by Darren Aronofsky with Hugh Jackman and Rachel Weisz. His first film was the Academy Award-winning THE PIANO, with Holly Hunter, Anna Paquin and Harvey Keitel.
Among Curtis' other films are BLOW, with Johnny Depp and directed by Ted Demme, THREE KINGS directed by David O. Russell with George Clooney, Mark Wahlberg and Ice Cube, RUNAWAY JURY with John Cusack, Dustin Hoffman and Gene Hackman, BRINGING OUT THE DEAD directed by Martin Scorsese with Nicolas Cage, VIRUS, with Jamie Lee Curtis and Donald Sutherland, Ivan Reitman's SIX DAYS AND SEVEN NIGHTS with Harrison Ford, and THE MAJESTIC, directed by Frank Darabont. He will next be seen in RIVER QUEEN, with Samantha Morton and Kiefer Sutherland, Gregory Hoblit’s FRACTURE, and Roland Emmerich’s 10,000 B.C. with Steven Strait, Camilla Belle, and Omar Sharif.  Curtis just completed filming opposite Bruce Willis in LIVE FREE OR DIE HARD for director Len Wiseman.
Curtis received a New Zealand Film Award for Best Supporting Actor for his work in DESPERATE REMEDIES the same year he received a New Zealand Film Award nomination for Best Supporting Actor for ONCE WERE WARRIORS, directed by Lee Tamahori. He also starred in South Pacific Pictures' feature film JUBILEE, which earned him a New Zealand Best Actor Award. He starred in Overnight, for which he received a New Zealand Television Award nomination for Best Actor. Curtis worked with director Stephen Hopkins on the USA Network's Emmy®-nominated mini-series Traffic.
In addition to his many film credits, Curtis has worked extensively in New Zealand theatre. He trained at the New Zealand Drama School before attending the prestigious Teatro Dimitri Scoula in Switzerland. His stage credits include Macbeth, The Cherry Orchard, The Merry Wives of Windsor, Happy End, Fiddler on the Roof, Man of La Mancha and Porgy and Bess.
CHRIS EVANS (Mace)
In the short time that he has been in Hollywood, Chris Evans has managed to build himself a reputation with an impressive range of comedic and dramatic roles. Evans’ breakthrough performance came as Johnny Storm in FANTASTIC FOUR, Fox’s 2005 summer box office hit adapted from the comic of the same name, a role he returns to in this summer’s sequel FANTASTIC FOUR: RISE OF THE SILVER SURFER. 
His past film credits also include CELLULAR, opposite Kim Basinger and William H. Macy, LONDON, alongside Jessica Biel, FIERCE PEOPLE, with Diane Lane and Donald Sutherland, THE ORPHAN KING opposite Alexis Bledel, NOT ANOTHER TEEN MOVIE and THE PERFECT SCORE.  Evans will soon been seen in THE NANNY DIARIES, opposite Scarlett Johansson, Paul Giamatti and Laura Linney. He also provides a voice for the new TEENAGE MUTANT NINJA TURTLES film.
At the age of 17 Evans signed with an agent in New York and shortly thereafter was flown to Los Angeles to audition for a half-hour pilot and was cast on the FOX series, Opposite Sex. The series ran as a summer replacement. He portrayed one of only three boys admitted to a formerly all girls school. 
Evans also appeared on two critically acclaimed shows. His dramatic guest lead on David Kelly's Boston Public depicted a high school student who committed a murder and proceeded to hold a class hostage at gunpoint.  The episode was hailed as the season’s most dramatic.  His guest lead on CBS’s The Fugitive had Evans playing the rebellious son of a local sheriff who has a run in with Tim Daly’s character, Dr. Kimble.
TROY GARITY (Harvey)
When Troy Garity garnered the opportunity to portray his father, Senator Tom Hayden, in Abbie Hoffman’s biopic STEAL THIS MOVIE, alongside Vincent D’Onofrio and Janeane Garofalo, his performance paved the way to multiple features.  In fact, he recently completed back-to-back dramatic features including LAKE CITY opposite Sissy Spacek, and EICHMANN, with Franka Potente.
It was Showtime’s critically acclaimed SOLDIER’S GIRL that garnered Garity both a Golden Globe nomination for Best Actor as well as a nod from the Independent Spirit Awards. The film, which screened to a standing ovation when it premiered at Sundance, depicted the true story of a soldier (Barry Winchell) murdered by his company members for falling in love with a transsexual.
In MGM’s BANDITS, Garity, whose mother is legendary actress Jane Fonda, created his own niche within his acclaimed acting family, starring for director Barry Levinson alongside Bruce Willis, Cate Blanchett, and Billy Bob Thornton. He also starred with Ice Cube in the hit ensemble comedy BARBERSHOP and its equally successful sequel, BARBERSHOP 2: BACK IN BUSINESS. 
Garity’s other credits include Brett Ratner’s AFTER THE SUNSET, Michael Rymer’s Sundance entry PERFUME which offered an improvisational look at the fashion industry, and the independent feature MILWAUKEE, MINNESOTA  in which he portrayed an idiot savant ice fisherman alongside Bruce Dern and Randy Quaid. The film closed the Slamdance Film Festival, screened in the Critics Review section at Cannes, as well as at Deauville.
Over the years, Garity has worked to hone his craft, having spent his childhood performing comedia del arte at The Laurel Springs Camp for the Arts in Santa Barbara, followed by a move to New York where he trained at the American Academy of Dramatic Arts. He eventually became an Academy Repertory Company Player, appearing in nearly a dozen stage productions.
Garity briefly switched gears to direct his first music video that premiered at the Los Angeles Independent Film Festival.
Currently residing in Los Angeles, Garity’s additional feature credits include Richard Donner’s CONSPIRACY THEORY with Julia Roberts and Mel Gibson, as well as the lead in director Rafal Zelinski’s BOHEMIA. Like his parents, Garity is also a staunch political activist and actively works with Homies Unidos, a non-profit gang violence prevention and intervention organization which he helped create.
CILLIAN MURPHY (Capa)
Cillian Murphy first garnered international attention for his performance as the survivor Jim in Danny Boyle's 28 DAYS LATER, the horror hit set in post-apocalyptic London.
Murphy also stars in the 2006 Cannes Film Festival Palme d’Or winner, THE WIND THAT SHAKES THE BARLEY, which IFC will release stateside later this month.  Murphy and Padraic Delaney play brothers who join the guerilla armies forced to do battle with the British Black and Tan squads trying to block Ireland's bid for independence in 1919. Murphy will next star as a video store owner and film noir buff in Paul Soter’s upcoming independent comedy, WATCHING THE DETECTIVES.
In 2005, Murphy starred in Neil Jordan's BREAKFAST ON PLUTO  as Patrick "Kitten" Brady, an endearing, but deceptively tough young man in 1960s/70s London. Abandoned as a baby in his small Irish hometown and aware from a very early age that he is different, Patrick survives this harsh environment with the aid of his wit and charm, plus a sweet refusal to let anyone and anything change who he is. Murphy’s brilliant portrayal earned him a Golden Globe nomination for Best Performance by an Actor in a Musical or Comedy. 

Murphy also co-starred as Dr. Jonathan Crane/The Scarecrow in Christopher Nolan's BATMAN BEGINS, alongside Christian Bale, Michael Caine, Morgan Freeman, Liam Neeson and Katie Holmes. Following BATMAN BEGINS, Murphy starred opposite Rachel McAdams in Wes Craven's RED EYE.
Murphy’s filmography also includes John Crowley's dark comedy Intermission and Peter Webber's GIRL WITH A PEARL EARRING  in which he played Pieter, the local butcher boy who vies for the attention of Scarlett Johansson’s title character. Other credits include Anthony Minghella’s COLD MOUNTAIN, Goran Paskaljevic’s HOW HARRY BECAME A TREE, John Carney’s ON THE EDGE, William Boyd’s THE TRENCH and Nelson Hume’s SUNBURN.

 

Murphy first made his mark with a stunning performance in the award-winning stage version of DISCO PIGS. After receiving commendations for Best Fringe Show at the 1996 Dublin Theatre Festival and the Fringe First Award at the 1997 Edinburgh Festival, DISCO PIGS went on to tour extensively in Ireland, the UK, Toronto and Australia. Murphy later starred in the film version directed by Kirsten Sheridan.
On stage, his collaborations with Tony®Award-winning director Garry Hynes include The Country Boy, Juno and the Paycock and Playboy of the Western World at the Gaity Theatre in Dublin. Murphy also starred as Konstantin in the Edinburgh Fest production of The Seagull, directed by Peter Stein, as Adam in Neil LaBute’s The Shape of Things at the Gate Theatre in Dublin and Claudio in Much Ado About Nothing. Most recently he appeared on London’s West End starring for director John Crowley in John Kolvenbach’s Love Song, alongside Neve Campbell, Michael McKean and Kristen Johnston.
HIROYUKI SANADA (Kaneda)
Hiroyuki Sanada is an internationally renowned stage and screen actor. He has dazzled audiences around the world with his talent and versatility in such internationally acclaimed motion pictures as THE LAST SAMURAI, co-starring alongside Tom Cruise, and Yoji Yamada’s Academy Award-nominated THE TWILIGHT SAMURAI and SHARAKU official selection for the Cannes Film Festival in 1995. Sanada also starred in the original Japanese version of the modern horror classic THE RING (RINGU)).
Sanada is also a celebrated stage actor, both in his home country of Japan as well as internationally. In 1986, he starred in Romeo & Juliet directed by legendary Kabuki actor Tamasaburo Bando. On the London stage, Sanada played the role of “Fool” in the Royal Shakespeare Company’s millennium production of King Lear for which he was made a Member of the British Empire (MBE) by Queen Elizabeth II.  
His many film credits include Chen Kaige’s epic fantasy romance THE PROMISE, the Merchant-Ivory Production THE WHITE COUNTESS, co-starring Ralph Fiennes, Natasha Richardson, and Vanessa Redgrave, and the Japanese-language horror hit THE RING 2 (RINGU 2). He will soon be seen in CITY OF YOUR FINAL DESITINATION, and in this summer’s RUSH HOUR 3, directed by Brett Ratner.
MARK STRONG (Pinbacker)
BAFTA-nominated Mark Strong will soon be seen alongside Robert De Niro, Michelle Pfeiffer, Claire Danes and Charlie Cox in STARDUST, a fairy tale fantasy directed by Matthew Vaughn, based on the novel by Neil Gaiman.  He also appears with Vin Diesel and his SUNSHINE co-star Michelle Yeoh in Mathieu Kassovitz’s BABYLON A.D. 

Recent credits include TRISTAN + ISOLDE, produced by Ridley Scott and directed by Kevin Reynolds, and the Channel 4 drama LOW WINTER SUN, a revenge drama directed by Adrian Shergold. Strong also appeared in SCENES OF A SEXUAL NATURE, directed by Ed Blum. A comedy drama set on Hampstead Heath, London, the film also stars Sophie Okonedo, Ewan McGregor and Catherine Tate.
Last year, Strong also had a key supporting role in SYRIANA written and directed by Stephen Gaghan, starring alongside George Clooney. Prior to this he played Toby Crackit in Roman Polanski’s adaptation of OLIVER TWIST, as well as starring in Guy Ritchie’s REVOLVER, alongside Ray Liotta and Jason Statham. 
In 2004, Strong received much critical acclaim and a BAFTA nomination for Best Actor for his lead role as Harry Starks in The Long Firm, a four-part drama for BBC2 adapted by Joe Penhall from Jake Arnott’s novel of the same name. Strong starred alongside Derek Jacobi and Lena Headey.
In addition to his film and television work, Strong is in great demand as a narrator for television and has performed in many well-received stage productions, including work at the Royal National Theatre and the Royal Shakespeare Company. He appeared in London and New York in the award-winning productions of Twelfth Night and Uncle Vanya, directed by Sam Mendes, for which he received an Olivier nomination.
 
Other film credits include IT’S ALL ABOUT LOVE, appearing alongside Joaquin Phoenix, Claire Danes and Sean Penn, HEARTLANDS, with Michael Sheen, and SUPERSTITION with Charlotte Rampling. Other credits include Mike Figgis’ HOTEL co-starring John Malkovich, Saffron Burrows and Salma Hayek, TO END ALL WARS, alongside Robert Carlyle and Kiefer Sutherland, and FEVER PITCH, with Colin Firth, based on Nick Hornby’s famous book.
Television credits include Granada’s romantic drama Walk Away and I Stumble, directed by Nick Hurran, the ITV modern crime drama Prime Suspect 6, ITV’s adaptation of Henry VIII, playing the Duke of Norfolk, and the award-winning BBC series Our Friends in the North, for which Strong gained much recognition for his role as Tosker.  Other credits include the Channel 4 BAFTA-winning drama Falling Apart, co-starring with Hermione Norris, the love story Anne Karenina, and as Mr. Knightly in ITV’s Emma with Kate Beckinsale.
BENEDICT WONG (Trey)
Wong will next be seen in THE ALLOTMENT, directed by Richard Laxton from a script by Frank Cottrell Boyce and Carl Hunter. His recent credits include Michael Winterbottom’s A COCK AND BULL STORY, starring Steve Coogan and Rob Brydon, and Gabby Delall’s ON A CLEAR DAY, starring Peter Mullan and Brenda Blethyn.
In 2003, Wong earned a British Independent Film Award nomination for Best Supporting Actor for his role as Gui Yi in Stephen Frears’ DIRTY PRETTY THINGS.  His other film credits include Tony Scott’s SPY GAME, Mike Nichols’ WIT. Michael Winterbottom’s CODE 46, and Stewart Sugg’s KISS KISS (BANG BANG).
Wong’s theatre credits include Mark Rylance’s production of Julius Caesar, Giles Foster’s Anthony and Cleopatra, Richard Oliver’s Salarino and Jack Shepherd’s The Honest Whore, all performed at Shakespeare’s Globe Theatre, as well as Robert Delamere’s In Arabia We’d All Be Kings at the Hampstead Theatre, and Neil Bartlett’s The Letter at the Lyric Theatre.
Wong’s numerous television credits include starring in two series of 15 Storeys High, as well as Eleventh Hour, David Yates’ award-winning State of Play, TLC, Arabian Nights, and Breakout.
MICHELLE YEOH (Corazon)
International audiences may best know Michelle Yeoh as the intense swordswoman in Ang Lee’s gripping CROUCHING TIGER, HIDDEN DRAGON and the charming secret agent in the James Bond hit TOMORROW NEVER DIES, but the Malaysian-born actress has been knocking audiences out in Asia for more than two decades. Her recent credits include starring in Rob Marshall’s adaptation of Arthur Golden’s international bestseller, MEMOIRS OF A GEISHA produced by Steven Spielberg, and opposite Sean Bean in Asif Kapadia’s forthcoming TRUE NORTH.
Since she stepped into the Hong Kong film world in 1984, Yeoh has starred in 24 films, becoming the world’s top action queen. In her movies, she has always challenged the traditional views of Asian women by creating very strong female roles. But Yeoh isn’t all about action.  
Her performance in the period epic CROUCHING TIGER, HIDDEN DRAGON  earned her three nominations for best actress — at the Taipei Golden Horse Awards, the Hong Kong Film Awards and the BAFTA Awards in 2001. She was also named Cineasia’s Award of Excellence in Acting for Outstanding Performance as an Actor in 1999 and the International Star of the Year at the 2001 Showest exhibitor’s convention.
In 2000, Yeoh added another feather to her cap by producing and starring in THE TOUCH, a $20 million contemporary romantic action adventure set in China, which was released in the summer of 2002. In the same year, she was named Producer of the Year by Cineasia. In 2003, she produced and starred in SILVER HAWK, a $15 million futuristic action adventure shot in China and Japan.   She is presently in production with Vin Diesel and her SUNSHINE co-star Mark Strong in Mathieu Kassovitz’s futuristic action thriller BABYLON A.D.
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
